Fill a large bag with 15-20 common items (a banana, toothbrush, pencil, spoon, teddy bear,
pacifier, etc.). Read this story aloud, and when you get to a blank, have someone reach into the
bag and draw out an item. Use that item as the next word in the story... but don’t get too scared!
